All volunteers are required to go 

through an approval process that in-

cludes fingerprinting, a background 

check and TB vaccination.  Once ap-

proved all volunteers receive training 

designed to familiarize them with secu-

rity procedures as well as ways to inter-

act with middle and high 

school students.  This is 

followed by an orienta-

tion to the building you 

will volunteer in.  You can 

select a specific school to 

volunteer at or be placed 

where the need is greatest.
